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    I am a firm believer in our little cars being noticed while lots of people today are driving with their thumbs on their 
phones!  We recently got caught in fog & my wife remarked “I’m glad you improved our rear lighting".  

    The Tiger only came with two tail-lights but by changing the top single-element receptacle to a two-element recepta-
cle, I was able to have four tail-lights. Then, I mounted the LED light bar (that I believe is found on a lot of trailers), 
under the bumper.  

    The last "mod" I did was to replace all four 1157 bulbs with LED bulbs.  Look at this picture of the Tiger that was 
taken in daylight, can any of you see your taillights like this?  This is only the tail-lights, brake lights are even bright-
er. Lots of LED lights are available, but a Tiger-Guy did a lot of research to find the best on the market.  He has sold 
thousands of them. He sells them in kits for Tigers, but since most of our LUCAS systems are similar, he has bulbs for 
your car too.  I have a set in my Datsun!  Try the Dash lights too!
